Under the leadership of City Administrator Neil
Albert, the District of Columbia¢,s Interagency
Council on Homelessness (ICH) is the governing
entity of the city¢ s homeless programs. The ICH
has various committees and subcommittees that
address major issues related to homelessness
facing the city. The Community Partnership
continues its role as designated CoC lead for the
city under the ICH, and TCP¢ s Executive
Director, Sue Marshall, sits on the ICH as a
voting member.

The Community Partnership Board of Directors

The Community Partnership¢s Board of
Directors manages the CoC and determines
HUD project priorities as they relate to
implementing the District¢,s Ten Year Plan to
End Homelessness. The Board's Chairman runs
the Project Priority Review Committee which
determines NOFA project priorities, the selection
of bonus project applicants, and oversees the
application submission itself.

The Committee meets monthly to assess
conditions at public shelters, review fair hearing
processes and enhance the city's disaster
planning and public institution discharge
planning efforts. This committee also develops
the annual Winter Plan which addresses the
city's strategy to provide additional health and
safety shelter to homeless persons during the
coldest months of the year. Furthermore, the
committee (and its Shelter Capacity
Subcommittee, which holds separate monthly
meetings) monitors HMIS and bed capacity data,
provided by the Community Partnership, to
perform gaps analysis and make ongoing
recommendations on enhancing services based
on need throughout the year.

The Committee, under the direction of DC
Department of Human Services Director
Clarence Carter, meets to provide feedback on
the implementation of the Mayor¢s Permanent
Supportive Housing Plan. The group consists of
public and private stakeholders who work
together to seek funding opportunities, to review
current projects, and to develop long term
strategies to increase the District¢,s permanent
housing stock for the benefit of consumers of
homeless services in the city.

The Committee was established to develop and
monitor an implementation plan for the continued
execution of the District¢,s Ten Year Plan to End
Homelessness. In its monthly meetings, the
Committee monitors and plans programs and
initiatives to meet three policy objectives: 1)
reducing the overall number of individuals and
families experiencing homelessness, 2)
redesigning the CoC to develop a more
appropriate mix of services and interim and
permanent housing, and 3) designing evaluation
mechanisms to track progress on the reduction
and prevention of homelessness in the District. A
subcommittee on youth has also been developed
to augment the work of the Strategic Planning
Committee; it also meets monthly.

The DC General Family Shelter opened more than twice as many beds for
households with children during the winter of 2010 due to increased demand for
shelter among families in the District of Columbia. This facility serves as the
"entry point" for the family shelter system in the city and was housing some 160
families when data for the 2010 eHIC was collected (as opposed to 75 when the
2009 eHIC was generated). This accounts for the overall increase from year to
year though there was only a minimal decrease in the number of (seasonal)
beds for single persons between 2009 and 2010.

Although two Transitional Housing programs serving single men and women
converted to Permanent Supportive Housing between 2009 and 2010, a
privately funded agency added beds to its TH portfolio, resulting in a net
increase in beds for singles in this category from year to year. Transitional
Housing beds for households with children increased as the the locally-funded
System Transformation Initiative, which moves long-staying families out of
Emergency Shelter and in to scattered site Transitional Housing units
throughout the city, continued to expand. The program began in 2008 and has
increased in capacity in each subsequent year.

The stock of Permanent Supportive Housing has increased for both single
persons and households with children in the District, largely due to the
continued expansion of the Mayor's Permanent Supportive Housing Program.
When the 2010 eHIC was completed, the project had housed 80 families and
nearly 800 formerly homeless men and women with deep disabilities, and has
continued to grow. The program, along with additional projects made possible
through the Permanent Housing Bonus and the Local Rent Suppliment

Program, has also helped increase the city's stock of PSH by more than 50
percent in just two years.

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While the DC HMIS is robust, with a citywide participation rate of nearly 75
percent, The Community Partnership (TCP) has been unable to bring many of
private Transitional & Permanent Housing programs online. This is true despite
offering to waive HMIS licensing fees & issuing technology grants for
computers. TCP continues to make advances in data quality & has been named
an AHAR All Star in past years, but data quality at large overnight, emergency
shelters has been problematic. This is largely the result of low staff-to-client
ratios and limited staff availability to complete data entry. However, The
Community Partnership has made inroads with these providers by working with
them to streamline the client intake process so that required information can be
gathered. TCP also continues to monitor and improve the data quality of all
providers with monthly reports that flag null values or incongruent data so that
areas of data entry that require improvement can be seen and corrected.

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The Community Partnership continues to increase HMIS participation across
the Continuum of Care, but has struggled to bring Permanent Housing to a 65
percent bed coverage rate. Many of the District of Columbia's PSH programs
are operated by private entities that have expressed resistance to participating
in the HMIS. Additionally, the DC Department of Mental Health, which manages
two of the largest Permanent Housing programs (totalling some 900 beds), has
also expressed resistance to participate directly in the HMIS (though their data
is kept in a separate in-house system). The Community Partnership will
continue to offer incentives to persuade private agencies and local government
entities to participate in the HMIS at this level of the Continuum of Care.
Incentives offered in the past include: taking on the data entry responsibility for
resistant programs, offering technology grants, covering licensing fees for
programs looking to participate and providing cost-free training on the system.

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To address HMIS data quality, The Community Partnership (TCP) uses a
quarterly report which monitors Universal & Program Specific data element null
values and/or incongruent data.

TCP also distributes a quarterly HMIS report that
illustrates program activity (i.e. Clients Served) and performance on pre-
determined goals (i.e. exits to permanent housing). TCP also has a 12-month
training calendar in which a number of HMIS data entry courses are offered.

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PIT 2010 resulted in a five percent increase from the 2009 count due to
continued demand for family Emergency Shelter and a greater number of
unsheltered persons counted (though the latter is likely due to an increasingly
expansive street count effort). PIT also continues to show that the CoC¢s ES
resources are being used by persons exiting institutional settings, with nearly a
quarter reporting past stays in these facilities. The count also showed that a
quarter of ES consumers lived outside of DC prior to entering shelter here; the
CoC continues to carry the burden of the regional need for shelter. Despite this
continued trend, there was a slight decrease in the ES IND count in 2010 as
well as a decrease in persons in Transitional Housing for families. The reduction
in the ES population is due to the District¢,s Permanent Supportive Housing
Program which, as of PIT, had housed nearly 800 of the city¢,s most vulnerable
homeless men and women in just two years. (Indeed, the program has
increased the city¢,s PSH stock by 53 percent since 2008, making PSH the
largest share of the CoC¢ s resources.) The reduction in families in TH follows
two years of growth in that category, which was due to the city¢,s System
Transformation Initiative, which moved families from shelter in to TH for two
years. While STI continues to move families from shelter, the reduction in TH
was due to the first cohort of families completing the program and moving to
PSH or housing on their own.

The Community Partnership (TCP) conducts Point in Time on behalf of the
District of Columbia annually; the most recent count was conducted on January
27, 2010. Nearly 90 percent of sheltered persons counted during the 2010
count were counted at programs that used the HMIS to submit data. These
programs submit their Point in Time data by completing an assessment on
persons served on the night of the count. The HMIS assessment captured all of
the HUD-required survey questions as well as additional questions of interest to
local leaders. Data collected via the HMIS is monitored by TCP for null values
and/or for incongruent information (such as a "yes" to a response about
Veteran's Status but a date of birth that would make the consumer a minor).
Data from HMIS-using providers was not accepted as complete until all of the
missing or incongruent data was corrected so as to ensure a robust data set.
Programs not using the HMIS submitted paper surveys which included the
same questions as the HMIS assessment, the results of which were aggregated
with the HMIS data collected.

Describe the techniques used by the CoC to reduce the occurrence of
counting unsheltered homeless persons more than once during the most
recent point-in-time count (limit 1500 characters):
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A total of 585 engagements with persons thought to be unsheltered were
recorded as a part of Point in Time. These were predominantly engagements
made during the citywide, nighttime street count but also included surveys taken
at drop-in centers and meal programs the following day from those who
indicated that they had spent the night of PIT outside. Those engaged were
given the same survey given in shelters and housing programs. Names and
dates of birth were used to de-duplicate the dataset and the dataset, and these
were also compared to the data collected in shelters to see if anyone surveyed
outside ultimately accessed shelter. Analysis of the data from the engagements
revealed that more than a quarter of persons engaged were counted more than
once throughout the PIT process and/or did enter shelter where they were also
counted.

No households with dependent children were counted as unsheltered during the
2010 Point in Time enumeration; this has been the case for the past several
years when conducting the annual count. When a family in the District faces a
housing crisis they are referred to the city¢ s Virginia Williams Family Resource
Center, where they can access eviction-prevention assistance or other
resources to alleviate their housing crisis, or from where they can be directed to
family emergency shelter. The District has a right to shelter during cold weather
months; any family without a place to stay is guaranteed shelter between
November and March. The facility that serves as the ¢ entry point¢, for shelter
services for families nearly doubled in capacity during Winter 2010 to meet the
demand for families to continue to ensure that the city has no unsheltered
households with children.

With the intention of producing a count that was as thorough as possible, The
Community Partnership worked with outreach providers to identify areas of the
District where large numbers of unsheltered persons are known to live or
congregate at night. Outreach providers covered these areas along with nearly
100 volunteers between the hours of 10 p.m. and 2 a.m. counting and engaging
those who indicated that they intended to remain outside of shelter or housing
for the night. Due to the large community presence, this year¢ s count was likely
the most robust and geographically broad since the Community Partnership
began conducting the annual count ten years ago. In addition to the nighttime
effort, drop-in centers and meal programs surveyed consumers the following
day to capture anyone who may have spent the night of PIT outside but who
was not already engaged by outreach teams and/or volunteers.

The District of Columbia continues to expand the Mayor's Permanent
Supportive Housing Program which targets chronically homeless persons. In
the next 12 months, the program will be expanded to more than 340 units for
single persons and 180 units for families (which will include household
members who will meet the ¢ newg, definition of chronic homelessness). An
additional 160 units of PSH, funded through the Local Rent Supplement
Program and past Permanent Housing Bonus awards, should also become
available within the next year. In 12 months, the total PSH inventory will include
close to 2,800 beds for the chronically homeless.

Since 2007 the CoC has been working to generate 1,835 units of PSH for the
chronically homeless in response to recommendations made by the Corporation
for Supportive Housing regarding the city¢,s needs for supportive housing stock
for this population. These recommendations included the construction or
renovation of 585 units as well as the securing of 1,250 units through leasing by
2017. The city is on track to surpass these recommendations and has, to date,
housed more than 600 chronically homeless men and women and 80 of the
city¢ s most vulnerable homeless families. Indeed, the CoC is poised to reach
the ten-year goal of 3,000 units of PSH for the chronically homeless five years
ahead of schedule.

The DC CoC continues to exceed the national average of persons staying in PH
for at least six months. Indeed, the CoC exceeds this measure by some 17
percent with 94 percent of homeless persons remaining in PSH for at least six
months. The Community Partnership plans to continue to monitor this important
indicator to ensure that our percentage remains at or above its current level. In
so doing, TCP utilizes a stability tracking report that we developed in the HMIS.
This benchmark is monitored quarterly across all PSH projects in the system.

The DC CoC has had difficulty meeting the target of moving 65 percent of
clients in transitional programs to PSH. This is because the CoC includes
several large TH programs with low barrier entry requirements; these programs
serve many persons but can only engage a limited number of clients in case
management services. Although the 12-month target we set on this measure
was met, the Community Partnership will continue to work to assess the lower-
performing programs to see that progress toward the 65 percent threshold is
made in the next year. Steps will include determining if existing low performing
programs can be converted to PSH, allowing them to reorganize to meet both
local and federal housing objectives.

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The Community Partnership will encourage locally funded PSH programs to
take clients directly from the city¢ s shelters and other transitional programs
within the CoC.

PSH stock by more than 50 percent in two years; they have helped the city¢,s
performance on exits from TH to PH increase from 42 percent to 55 percent
during the same time period. TCP will also continue to advocate for a
preference with the Housing Authority for persons residing in shelter &
transitional programs. By targeting those residing in shelter or in Transitional
Housing the CoC will be help to find homeless persons affordable housing in a
city where such resources are limited.

The DC CoC will continue to utilize HPRP funding and funds awarded through
the Rapid Rehousing Demonstration grant (awarded in 2008) to move families
from shelter in to permanent housing, and prevent other families from entering
altogether. These efforts will be coupled by local permanent housing funding
initiatives as well (such as the Mayor's Permanent Housing Program and the
Local Rent Suppliment Program. Indeed, the District has plans to permanently
house more than 100 families who are currently in shelter in the coming year.

The DC CoC's long term plan is to continue to provide prevention options so
that families at risk never become homeless. The locally-funded Emergency
Rental Assistance Program provides families facing housing crises with funds
for rent arrearages to stave off homelessness. As mentioned in the short term
plan, the city is also working to expand local Permanent Supportive Housing
initiatives to bring on additional units for families with long and frequent stays in
shelter, and is exploring avenues for funding for households lead by veterans or
persons ages 18-25. TCP also plans to renew the Rapid Re-housing
Demonstration Project grant in 2011 and plans on using future Permanent
Housing Bonus funds to develop PSH programs for families as well.

Foster Care (Youth Aging Out):

The DC Interagency Council¢s Operations & Logistics Committee is focused on
developing relationships with mainstream agencies to ensure that homeless
persons are not discharged to the public shelter system. As this process is
synchronized across systems, the District of Columbia Child and Family
Services Agency (CFSA) has in place a discharge planning policy assisting
youth aging out of foster care with finding housing. One year prior to aging out,
an emancipation plan is developed for the youth; youth without housing are
referred to the CFSA funded Rapid Exit program in which they receive housing
assistance, supportive services and a short term financial subsidy to assist with
obtaining housing. This process ensures that youth do not enter the homeless
system. The CFSA Rapid Exit program is modeled after the nationally
recognized Community Care Grant program developed by the Community
Partnership, which provides fiscal management of the CFSA program.

Health Care:
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The DC Interagency Council¢s Operations & Logistics Committee is focused on
developing relationships with mainstream agencies to ensure that homeless
persons are not discharged to the public shelter system. As this process is
synchronized across systems, the Committee has been working closely with the
DC Hospital Association. The Committee and the DC Hospital Association are
researching model projects in proactive service delivery. While this research is
ongoing, hospitals serving homeless persons eligible for Medicaid are required
to provide health related case management and create a discharge plan for the
individual. Additionally, physicians are not allowed to discharge a homeless
person from a hospital without a discharge plan for the person in place, and
doctors may not discharge persons if, in the doctors opinion, it is felt that
discharge would pose an unreasonable risk to the treatment or safety of the
individual. Additionally, if a homeless person is in need of a Recuperative Care
Facility they are to be transferred to one immediately. If an RCF is not available,
a homeless person cannot be discharged until a space in the facility is made
available.

Mental Health:

The DC Interagency Council¢ s Operations & Logistics Committee is focused on
developing relationships with mainstream agencies to ensure that homeless
persons are not discharged to the public shelter system. As this process is
synchronized across systems, the District¢,s Deptartment of Mental Health
(DMH) has a robust discharge protocol utilizing Core Services Agencies
(CSAs). DMH service consumers are connected to a CSA as their ¢ clinical
homeyg, for services. Before being released from a mental health hospital,
patients are evaluated by a doctor and connected to a CSA. DMH-enrolled
consumers who are hospitalized may apply for housing through their CSA to
avoid entry into the shelter system. Housing operated by DMH includes
Transitional beds, bridge rental subsidies and Permanent Housing. The DMH
Housing Division provides a bi-weekly vacancy list of housing resources
including Community Residential Facilities and supported housing to hospitals.
DMH¢ s current PSH stock includes 696 beds for single persons with 244 under
development as well as 66 units for households with children.

Corrections:

The DC Interagency Council¢,s Operations & Logistics Committee is focused on
developing relationships with mainstream agencies to ensure that homeless
persons are not discharged to the public shelter system. As this process is
synchronized across systems, the ICH Committee has worked with The
Community Partnership, the Corporation for Supportive Housing (CSH) and the
Dept. of Corrections on discharge planning efforts. CSH has developed a pilot
project to house individuals who are frequent users of shelter and corrections
and secured a commitment from the Housing Authority for vouchers. Persons
for the pilot were identified through the use of DC HMIS data and data compiled
by the Dept of Corrections. Additionally, work is being done with the directors of
the city¢ s emergency shelters to increase contact between shelters and case
managers in the jail system so that more appropriate prescreening can occur to
find alternative and more appropriate interventions for persons exiting
Corrections.

Housing currently co-chair the Housing
Production Subcommittee of the city's
Interagency Council on Homelessness (ICH).

Homeless Prevention and Rapid re-housing Program (HPRP) initiative, as
indicated in the substantial amendment to the Consolidated Plan 2009
Action Plan (1500 character limit):
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HPRP was implemented using the model developed and implemented by The
Community Partnership (TCP), the lead agency for the District¢,s CoC. To date,
819 households (with and without children) have been assisted through HPRP
by four nonprofit agencies, including TCP. All agencies provide other CoC
services ensuring maximum coordination and collaboration. TCP¢,s program is
co-located at the point of family intake and has been highly successful in
diverting families from shelter using short-term rental assistance coupled with
assessment and case management services provided by CoC service providers
and the Department of Human Services¢, (DHS) Strong Families team. Catholic
Charities, another HPRP provider, is the operator of the majority of shelters for
single adults in the District. Federal funding (HPRP and ESG Prevention) has
been matched with local funding of the CoC, including the Emergency Rental
Assistance Program and the Rapid Exit Program. HPRP data is recorded in
HMIS and is being analyzed by the Strategic Planning Committee of the ICH to
refine targeting and service interventions. DHS convenes HPRP providers on a
quarterly basis and as needed in between. The Department of Human Services
and the Department of Housing and Community Development jointly developed
policies and protocols with input from TCP and other CoC stakeholders and
monitored the HPRP.

Describe how the CoC is participating in or coordinating with any of the
following: Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) initiative, HUD
VASH, or other HUD managed American Reinvestment and Recovery Act
programs (2500 character limit)?
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The Community Partnership, in conjunction with the Dept. of Human Services
and the city's ICH Youth Subcommittee, is finalizing an RFP to locate a youth
transitional program within the NSP target area. The Edgewood Brookland
Family Supportive Collaborative is located within the target area and referrals
for the program will be coordinated through that agency.

Housing veterans has been a priority in the District of Columbia. This reflects
the interest and support of the Obama administration as carried out by the
Veteran¢,s Administration Medical Center (VAMC). Providing services and
housing to veterans has also been a regular agenda item for the Interagency
Council on Homelessness. The District¢,s Housing Authority (DCHA) and the
Dept. of Human Services (DHS) are in the final stages of renewing an
Interagency Agreement that will provide an additional 100 VASH vouchers.
During FY10, 105 VASH vouchers were utilized to provide housing with housing
retention and case management services provided by CoC agencies. CoC lead
agency, the Community Partnership continues to provide housing location,
tracking, and rental payments to support this ongoing effort to end
homelessness among veterans. A key feature of this effort has been the use of
a standardized vulnerability assessment and index used for all applicants for
permanent supportive housing. The District¢,s success in streamlining the
process led the Veteran¢ s Administration (VA) to assign to the District functions
traditionally provided by the VA itself. The VA has also discussed replication of
this initiative in other jurisdictions.

The United Planning Organization (UPO) received ARRA funds in its capacity
as the city¢,s Community Action Agency. UPO provided support for summer
activities at the DC General family shelter which is full to capacity and
constantly in need of resources to support children and parents. ARRA funds
received through UPO also supported employment and training initiatives at the
Emery work bed shelter. Homeless individuals and families continue to utilize
ARRA-funded support services provided through an interconnected and
collaborative network of providers.

Ongoing education and
support is offered through monthly Family
Provider meetings and training opportunities
offered in conjunction with the Public School
System.

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The DC Public School System (DCPS) is an active participant in the city's
Interagency Council on Homelessness, represented by its Homeless Liaison.
Each public school (including charter schools) has a dedicated staff person who
serves as the liaison and point of contact for parents and shelter providers.
Representatives from DCPS participate in the meetings of family shelter
providers and shelter staff have ongoing relationships with the schools that
serve children residing in their respective shelters. As the CoC lead, The
Community Partnership staff interacts regularly with City Council members and
their staff to address issues that arise from community meetings, PTA meetings
and other constituent and community service avenues.

Describe how the CoC has, and will continue, to consider the educational
needs of children when families are placed in emergency or transitional

When families enter shelter and transitional programs a primary concern is for
the educational needs of the children. Families are provided with information on
their educational rights under McKinney-Vento, and are connected to the
identified liaison at their child's school. Case management staff assists as
needed in accessing available services under the law. Shelter and transitional
housing providers also support families with funds for transportation to and from
school while they are connecting with the school resources as well as provide
assistance in obtaining school supplies and uniforms if needed. The
Community Partnership, in its capacity as CoC lead, monitors providers
regarding their service activities in this area.

Describe the CoC's current efforts to combat homelessness among
veterans.

The Community Partnership (TCP) has developed and maintains a database of
vacant and available apartments that are inspected by the housing authority
and made available to homeless persons, including veterans. TCP is
responsible for payment of the locally-funded rents for those veterans and
others who did not receive VASH vouchers. In the last year 105 VASH
vouchers were used to house veterans who receive housing retention and it is
expected that an additional 100 VASH vouchers will follow. The continued
provision of rental subsidies, Transitional and Permanent housing are key
components of the strategy to end homelessness among veterans. Other
District organizations currently operating programs for veterans and/or
programs including significant veteran participation are: Access Housing,
Catholic Charities, Christ House, Coalition for the Homeless, Pathways to
Housing, Unity Health Care, US Vets and Woodley House, and District
government agencies including the Dept. of Human Services, Housing
Authority, Veterans Affairs, and Employment Services. Additionally, two
members of the Board of Directors of The Community Partnership retired from
the US Veterans Administration: Gerald McCorkle is a formerly homeless VA
retiree who has served on the Board for 13 years, and Retired Gen. Audrey
Drake, RN joined the Board in 2009; she retired from the VA Office of Nursing
Services.

The DC CoC was unable to reach its proposed numeric achievment for
decreasing the number of homeless households with children. Our efforts to
stave off growth within this population has included using a combination of the
Rapid-Rehousing Demonstration grant funds that the The Community
Partnership was awarded, the city's HPRP funding and locally funded
permanent housing to address the increase in demand for family shelter.
Additionally, the city's System Transformation Initiative, a program that moves
families from shelter in to scattered-site transitional housing, continues to
expand. While still homeless, this program helps families increase their stability
and readies them to move on to permanent housing arrangements within two
years. Despite these efforts, the growing poverty rate in DC has kept this
demand for emergency shelter steadily high and has kept the CoC from
meeting its goal of decreasing the number of homeless households with
children from 2009 to 2010.

Despite the year-to-year increase, our efforts to reduce chronic homelessness
over time are working. The rate of increase has gone down while the overall
population grew, based on our unique circumstance as described above. While
there was an increase of 174 persons between 2009 and 2010, the increase
between 2007 and 2008 was 424 persons.

In 2010, the District convened a consensus-building group led by the city¢s
Dept. of Mental Health which included Dept. of Human Services, the SSA,
homeless providers and advocates to implement the SOAR model in DC. From
that effort, a SOAR Steering Committee was formed that has been meeting
monthly since July. Topics addressed include planning for training, determining
agency roles in assisting with SSI/SSDI, DD/SSA collaboration with DC
providers and discussing how to expedite obtaining medical records from critical
agencies who are slow to forward records. In Aug. 2010 the city sent two more
trainers to become certified to train the SOAR model (Michele May, Adult
Systems of Care Manager at DMH and Christine Elwell, also from DMH) in
Seattle, WA. In FY11 25 individuals working for DHS or for permanent
supportive housing providers or Homeless Prevention Rapid Rehousing
Program have also been trained and two more trainers will become certified in

Homeless Assistance Providers in the continuum maintain an active knowledge base of the mainstream
benefits that their clients may qualify for when income levels are very low or disabling conditions make
earned income difficult. Providers assist clients in all aspect of applying for cash and non-case benefits they
may be eligible for including assisting a client with obtaining and completing an application, obtaining any
necessary documentation and often accompanying a client to the appropriate mainstream office for
submission.

The Income Maintenance Administration's Combined Application for DC Medical Assistance, Food Stamps,
and Cash Benefits form can be accessed at seven one stop centers located around the city. Itis is used to
apply for DC Medicaid, Food Stamps, Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) and Interim
Disability Assistance (IDA). The printed form is available in five languages (English, Spanish, Mandarin,
Ambharic, and Vietnamese). Translation services are available via phone in several other languages. The
Form is successful in minimizing the number of applications submitted to determine eligibility for benefits
from a singular source where the needs for the various benefits are generally co-occurring. Homeless
providers also take advantage of the The FirstStep CD which is available from HUD & DHHS. It assists
clients in obtaining food stamps, Medicaid, Medicare, SSDI, SCHIP, SSI, TANF, and VA benefits.

All continuum funded programs are required to assist clients in obtaining status information on the
mainstream benefits they have applied for. Providers often assist client by maintaining documentation of
application in the case file, following up via phone or email with the responsible government agency.
Documentation of all follow up efforts are maintained in the client case file. If eligibility is questioned or
benefits denied the provider can advocate directly on behalf of the client or refer to the bevy of legal
advocacy groups to assist with formal appeal of decisions to deny benefits.
